Personal, Social and Emotional 

Development.

The children will continue to develop their 

sense of responsibility and membership of 

a community. Children will be encouraged 

to talk about their feelings using words 

like happy and sad and we will relate this 

to some of the stories that we are reading 

this half term.

Understanding of the World

Children will use the internet and/or 

information books to research plants. 

They will research and discuss the 

features of plants and how they are kept 

alive.

Physical Development

This term it would great to see the 

children build on their gross motor control. 

Gross motor skills are required to control 

the large muscles of the body for walking, 

jumping, skipping, and more. Developing 

the gross motor skills is also very 

important in order to complete writing 

tasks. 

Expressive Arts and Design

The children will be encouraged to 

develop skills in printing, painting and 

collage work using different materials. 

They will take part in individual and group 

art and be given the opportunity to learn 

and perform new songs.

- To understand that print has meaning 

and develop their phonological 

knowledge

- Link numerals to amounts including fast 

recognition of 3 objects without having 

to count them

- Making comparisons to objects relating 

to size

- Talk about and explore 2D shapes 

- Begin to describe a sequence of events 

using words like “First” and “Then”
